
Should the EU oppose the introduction of minimum standards for the implementation 

of the youth guarantees? 

The vote of the MEPs 

Social policy mostly remains a competence of the Member States of the European Union. 
However, in some occasions, the European Commission managed to set common 
frameworks for labor and social standards in the EU. A resolution approved by the 
European Parliament called on the European Commission to propose a European legal 
framework introducing minimum standards for the implementation of the youth 
guarantees, including the quality of apprenticeships, decent wages for young people and 
access to employment services.  

However, the Conservative and Eurocritic group ECR rejected this proposal and tried to 
delete this provision from the text. Ultimately, most MEPs supported the call for a common 
European framework on this matter and only ECR, ENF and part of EFDD supported the 
amendment against the minimum standards.  

French MEPs followed their groups’ 
lines and mostly voted against 
deleting the call for a European 
framework. Only the National Front, 
as well as the Free French voted 
against the minimum standards for 
youth guarantees. All the MEPs from 
the other French parties defended 
the proposal, with two notable 
exceptions: the Socialist Guillaume 
Balas (who voted in favour) and his 
fellow colleague Emmanuel Maurel 
(who did not vote).
